INTERNATIONAL PRACTICAL SHOOTING CONFEDERATION -
REGION OF BARBADOS

BY-LAW NO: 1

A By-Law relating generally to the conduct and management of the affairs of
INTERNATIONAL PRACTICAL SHOOTING CONFEDERATION - REGION OF
BARBADOS and to membership therein.
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IT IS HEREBY ENACTED as By-law No. 1 of International Practical Shooting
Confederation - Region of Barbados (With the "Regional Directorate" hereinafter referred to as
"IPSC Barbados") as follows:

1. SHORT TITLE

1.01 This By-law may be sited for all purposes within IPSC Barbados as the
"Constitution".

2. DEFINITIONS

2.01 In this By-law and every other by-law, resolution, proceeding, rule and regulation
of IPSC Barbados, unless otherwise specified or required in the context:

@ "Executive" means the National Executive Committee of IPSC Barbados
established by Article 6 of this Constitution and shall be the governing body of
the region;

(b) "Executive member" means a member of the Executive and is equivalent to
"director";

(c) "General goals" refers to the provisions of Article 5.01;

(<)) "General meeting" includes a special general meeting and an annual general
meeting of the Executive and or the membership body;
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"Group" includes any body duly constituted in accordance with the applicable
provisions of this Constitution which has been formally recognised as such and
accepted for affiliation by IPSC Barbados and which shall be recognised by The
Barbados Shooting Council and or one of the Caricom Governments.

"Group Co-ordinator" means the duly and constitutionally elected member to
p y y
represent the “Group”.

"In good standing" refers to a Group or member whose annual dues, and any other
levies have been paid and who is otherwise in good standing with IPSC Barbados
in the judgment of the Executive;

"IPSC" means the International Practical Shooting Confederation;
"IPSC Bulletin" means the bulletin periodically published by IPSC Barbados;

"Full Member" means, subject to Article 4.01 hereof every person who is a
member in good standing of IPSC Barbados.

"Provisional Member" is a person whose application has been approved by the
Executive and has paid the prescribed fees but has not yet successfully completed
the International Safety Course.

"Region" means the entire country within the borders of Barbados, as recognized
and certified by the International Practical Shooting Confederation.

"Regional Directorate" is the accepted and acknowledged national controlling
entity of the sport of "PRACTICAL SHOOTING" within borders of the stated
Region.

"Regional Director" means the person elected by the members in accordance with
the provisions of Article 6.03 hereof to serve as the head of IPSC Barbados;

"Voting" and "votes" to be taken by the Executive means votes weighted in
accordance with the provisions of Article 7 unless otherwise specifically stated;

Words importing the masculine gender or the singular number also mean the
feminine or neuter gender and the plural number as the case may be, and vice
versa;

"Territory", "territorial" and all other references to the parishes of the Region shall
be deemed to include "territory", "territorial" and reference to the unincorporated
territories of the Region.

"Practical Shooting" means any shooting that involves movement with a loaded
firearm.
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3. STRUCTURE

The Executive shall perform all acts and cause to be done all things necessary to
keep the Region's affiliation with IPSC current and in good standing.

The Executive must be members in good standing of IPSC Barbados and shall be
elected by members of IPSC Barbados:

The posts are:
(a) Regional Director
(b) Secretary/Treasurer
(¢) Group Coordinators (1) from each affiliated Group.

The Executive shall be responsible for the following:

to provide the Regional Director with whatever information he/she may
require regarding the organization, structure, subdivisions, membership,
officers, policies, programs, activities and regulations, or anything
whatsoever related to the administration or conduct of the Region;

to provide the Regional Director with a copy of the constitution, rules or
by-laws of IPSC Barbados, together with such amendments as may from
time to time be made thereof, and with two (2) copies of each issue of
their official journal or publication, by whatever name, through which the
Region communicates with its Groups;

to provide the Secretary/Treasurer of IPSC annually, or on reasonable
request, with a copy of the Balance Sheet and other Financial Statements
of the Region;

to maintain at all times current tables of organizations and lists of
members, Groups and affiliates;

to ensure that each member receives a copy of the IPSC Bulletin as
defined in Article 2 hereof;

to conduct a competitive program in accordance with the IPSC
International Handbook of Rules sufficient to designate in each year a
National Champion for the Region;

to select by fair and equitable means a National Team to represent the
Region at World and International Championships;
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(h) to administer the sport of Practical Shooting vigorously and equitably and
in accordance with the general goals as set out in Article 5 hereof and to
create efficient and democratically based Groups throughout the Region
and to make Practical Shooting a respected national shooting sport within
the Region;

) to administer and ensure that the rules of the sport of Practical Shooting
are maintained and that all persons participating are full members of a
region of IPSC.

4. MEMBERSHIP AND AFFILIATION

4.01 The membership of IPSC Barbados shall be composed of “full members” who
shall be  from one of the recognized Groups, upon application for membership, and has been
approved for affiliation by the Executive pursuant to this article, after which he/she must
complete the specified International Safety Course. “Full” members shall have the right to vote
at all annual, general and executive meetings of IPSC Barbados, which are open to the
membership body.

4.02 IPSC Barbados shall not consider for membership any person who is not a
member in good standing of a Group and reserves the right to cancel the membership of any
person who during the currency of their IPSC Barbados membership ceases to be a member in
good standing of a Group.

4.03 After completion and submission of the membership application form, a person
may be admitted to provisional membership of IPSC Barbados upon approval by the Executive
and the payment of the prescribed membership. A provisional member shall become a full
member upon the successful completion of the specified International Safety Course or such
safety course as recognized by IPSC Internatiorial. With the exception of the International Safety
Course or such safety course as recognized by IPSC International, only full members of IPSC
Barbados or any other IPSC Region shall be permitted to shoot or participate in the shooting
activities of IPSC Barbados.

4.04 Residency is defined as the Group in which the individual is ordinarily domiciled
for a minimum of 183 days of the 12 consecutive month period immediately preceding the date
of the individual's membership acceptance. Ordinarily domiciled is a physical presence test and
bears no relationship to any address of convenience, which might be maintained. The 183 day
period need not necessarily be consecutive, nor the most recent 183 days of the 12 month period.

4.05 A resident of a Region shall not necessarily forfeit that status by virtue of being
domiciled elsewhere outside of that Region while in the service of the Armed Forces, or a
Government, or when as a condition of employment, or when unopposed by either of the two
affected Region’s Executive in writing.
